> We, African NGOs, as well as African and other international civil society 

> organisations, meeting in Dakar during the period 20-21 January 2001 for

> Discrimination Xenophobia and Related Intolerance, to be held in South 

> Africa in accordance with UN General Assembly Resolution 52/111, 

> 

> REAFFIRM that all human rights are universal, indivisible, interdependent

> RECOGNISE that all human beings are born free and equal in dignity and

> concern that migrants have been turned into scapegoats for real or

The latest news from the European side of broadcast preparations for March 21:

Re-distribution arrangements 

- World Radio Network deal is fixed. Satellite co-ordinates follow in separate mail. 

- Regarding the satellite options: we are looking for others to fill in the gaps in the other regions (mainly WorldSpace). 

- CMA has got support for Astra satellite coverage for Europe, as a second option. 

- CMA will provide around 30 audio streams from their own (new) server in Sheffield. There is some (10 streams or so) relay capacity in London and other parts of the UK. 

- I have contacted UUNet, Poptel, Virginnet and Europestar for audio streaming possibilities, since what we have from WRN is for the public (16 kbps) but not for broadcasting (which needs to be at least 40 kbps). No answer yet. Friends at Orange in Vienna are also looking for backbones.


Mailing of publicity 

- All AMARC Europe members and a few contacts from the VWF database have been sent the flyers as well as copies of the guidelines and form for submissions. Local co-ordinators have received a number as well to distribute locally/ regionally. 

- One round of e-mail publicity has been sent to various other radio and racism-related lists, like creative radio, devmedia, institute for race relations, ERAM, etc. 

- Press list is being compiled. (Currently around 200 mainly European newspapers, journals, TVs, national and public service broadcasters). Can be ready by end Feb. Orange is helping out with this.

Local coordination 

- Local coordinators for Europe, except for two countries, UK and Germany, are in place/ in movement. They are contacting radios and anti-racism groups to participate in the broadcast. 

Guidelines and list of contacts and other information about the broadcast has been sent to them. They are in regular touch with me.

Programme and content 

- For Europe alone, we have got more than 20 contributors, both live and pre-recorded. First work on a programme schedule has started.

European hub 

- Orange in Vienna is making detailed preparations. They have a team of 12 persons who are working on different aspects of the broadcast, from setting up the computer networks to press and looking for sponsoring. Volunteers and programme makers from Orange will also be involved in RVSF closer to the date, and Viennese and other Austrian cultural centres, associations of Africans, and other civil society groups are involved in the preparatory process.

Continuity 

- We have discussed on the profile of who should be in the continuity team, both for European hub as well as in Joburg. From the present budget of RVSF, currently we can send one person to JoBurg, not more.

This is to informe you about what had been done here in Spain so far.

The International day for the elimination of racial discrimination, will be marked in Spain with special emphasis on the boiling issues here. Boiling issues with respect to racial discrimination and the public interest to eliminate racism. And the occasional will as well from the part of the government.

Thus we already had a Radio drama designed to be transmitted by all community radio stations in spain at the same time. 

Immigration law, this is one of the most sensitive issue which we as community radio broadcasters will want to elaborate in special program. 

-Comprehensive reports on various issues of racial discrimination incidences like the EL Ejido situation, Government actuation to respect of Underage rights in Ceuta etc. 

Cultural progrmammes by various migrants communities will be transmitted as well as live debate and interviews in most radio stations.

At present we have consolidate the joint broadcast of these pre- recorded programmes in Madrid and its province. 

We are still making contact with other radios and anti-racism 

groups to participate in the broadcast. 

We are hopefull that we'll finally have a wide coverage of the programme transmission. 

At present non of the community radio station consulted so far had the adequate system (even slight approximate) to link up live. Nonetheless, we are striving to improvise this lack. 

While the mobilisation here continues, we are working on the translation of the Radio drama into other language for the use in other radio station.
