RVSF - L i v e L i n k - HowTo

this document describes how to do a live transmission of your contribution 

from your studio to the RVSF-Live studio in Vienna with the help of 

standard-PC hardware, software and an Internet connection.

Basically we support 2 different streaming technologies:

real-audio and MP3 streaming. It's up to you to decide which one you use. 

It's always a good idea to choose the one where you have at least little 

experience.

There will also be a test-phase where you can try out which one you 

prefer/works better. It will start 7th of march. Please get in contact with

a 

date for a test.

in generally real-audio is more easy to set up and

mp3 provides a slightly better audio quality

Prerequisites:

for a live transmission you'll need the following equipment:

* standard PC with AT LEAST 300Mhz, 32 MB-Ram

* a stable and clean installation of Window$

* LinuX people get in contact with

* a full duplex sound card

* a audio connection from your studio mixer to the

* line-in connector of your PC

* Internet Connection:

* AT LEAST 64kbit upstream capability (like ISDN)

* 56K modem is too slow!

* connection speed must be guaranteed during

* broadcast (no other users/servers on the same line)

* the connection must be stable enough to risk a live

* transmission. keep in mind that hundreds of stations

* are connected to your single PC !!!

How to stream your live contribution to the RVSF-Studio

in Vienna in mp3 format:

STEP 1:

* download and install winamp from 

<http://www.winamp.com/>;http://www.winamp.com

* install a codec which is capable of encoding in 48kbit mono quality.

* (search for ra-codec12.zip or take a look at 

<http://www.riphelp.com/downloads/files/ra-codec12.zip>;http://www.riphelp.com/downloads/files/ra-codec12.zip) 

* sometimes there is an error during installation:

* the "next" button and the mouse cursor don't correspond,

* you have to move the mouse a little bit more right and/or down.

* install the latest shoutcast plugin for winamp:

* if you fail to get something contact janki@orange.or.at

STEP 2:

* start winamp and check if it works correctly.

* if not consult the winamp webpage for tips

* go to preferences (STRG+P)

* select DSP/Effect from the Plug-ins section.

* (if a window called "SHOUTcast source appears, close it for now)

* check the following buttons:

* x "Enable low-pass filtering"

* x "Enable advanced recording"

* x "Line-in"

* click OK,

* click Close to leave the preference section

STEP 3:

* activate the shoutcast plugin by clicking the small icon in the system tray

* that announces itself as "Shoutcast Source"

* at the popup screen select the first "Edit" button to change the

server 

parameters.

* at the Server line insert: "rvsf.orange.or.at"

* port: "8000"

* password: "rvsf"

* fill in an appropriate description.

* click OK

* press the next edit button to change the preferences for the streaming 

quality.

* if you codec installation was successful you'll see lots of different 

formats here.

* select

* format: MPEG-Layer-3

* Attribute: 48 KBit/s, 32.000 Hz MONO 6 KB/s

* and press OK

* in the server control section check

* "Auto Reconnect" and change to 1 second

* finally, press connect and you should see a "Source stream connected 

message"

STEP 4:

* in the "Advanced Mode" section set all faders to "0%"

* now click on the mixer button and 2 mixer panels should open.

* one is for the recording settings and one for the playback.

* on the recording panel turn off everything except your line-in.

* adjust your input level to a reasonable value (look at the dB display in 

the SHOUTcast plugin windows!)

* the playback panel doesn't influence the broadcast, only the playback on 

your local line-out.

* watch the status carefully and see if there are any errors.

* DON'T TOUCH the computer during the live broadcast. launching 

applications or browsing the files will disturb the encoding process and 

cause clicks and breaks in the live broadcast !!!

How to stream your live contribution to the RVSF-Studio

in Vienna in real-audio format:

STEP 1:

* to encode the audio signal you need some software.

* get real encoder 5.1 or real producer 8.x plus (basic doesn't work).

* all information in this how-to is related to real encoder 5.1

* if you don't have this software already and don't know how to get it

STEP 2:

* start real encoder, to prevent spam-mail don't fill in a real email address.

* in the recording wizard select live broadcast and click on next.

* select "Capture Audio"

* enter title and author,

* select 56 Kbps Single target audience

* select voice with background music

* don't select enable stereo encoding

* in the server config enter:

* RealServer: „rvsf.orange.or.at“

* Server Port: „7070“

* Filename: „live.ra“ (or the filename that has been assigned to you during 

the test phase)

* Password: „rvsf“

* don't select "Archive Broadcast to File"

* click OK and FINISH

STEP 3:

now it's time to connect to the Internet if you have a dial up connection.

finally, if your setup is o.k and your Internet connection is online you 

should press the "start" button in the "recording controls"

section to 

connect to the server

if everything is in place you will see a nice "encoding" appearing in

the 

status line of real encoder.

you should also check the "Statistics" section in the "View"

menu. if you 

notice a lot of lost packets your PC is either too slow or instable or, 

which is more likely to happen, your Internet connection is to slow (more 

technically spoken: the international peering of your provider is crap)

GENERAL HINTS and TIPS:

if you are connected via a shared connection make sure that nobody else 

will consume lot's of bandwidth during the live broadcast.

preferably switch off or disconnect all other computers from the network.

don't use a machine with an unstable or very overloaded window$ 

installation or you'll have some strange results like breaks in the stream 

or even worse: the encoder will crash during the broadcast.

try to do the test's at the same time as your real broadcast so we have an 

impression of how good the connection between you and Vienna really is.

         Wednesday, March 21 marks the 41st anniversary of the Sharpeville massacre, 

         when peaceful demonstrators against apartheid were killed in a town in 

         South Africa. 2001 is also the year of the planned world conference against 

         racism and xenophobia in September, in Durban. To commemorate this UN 

         International Day against Racial Discrimination, community radios across 

         five continents are going on air in a unique joint broadcast co-production 

         campaign.

         The broadcast Radio voix sans frontières is co-ordinated by AMARC, World

         Radio voix sans frontières is a mosaic of programmes in over 25 languages, 

         live and pre-recorded contributions from nearly 70 countries in Africa, 

         Europe, North and Latin America, Australia, Asia and the middle East.
